There are three very distinct and unique land divisions that the Lord has allocated to the Israelites for the past, 

present and future.  The first is defined in Genesis (15:18) and was expressed specifically to Abraham and his 

descendants.  The second was given through Joshua after the Israelites entered the promised land following 

the Exodus from Egypt (Joshua 13:8-21:45).  The third is given in Ezekiel (48:1-49) and it defines the land 

divisions that will be allocated during the 1000-year millennial rule of Jesus Christ on earth.
