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- Jesus spoke with woman 

at “Jacob’s Well” 

- Hometown of Joseph, 

the man who donated 

his own tomb to Jesus. 

- Lazarus was raised from the dead. 

- House of Mary and Martha. 

- John the Baptist was 

imprisoned and beheaded 

by King Herod Antipas. 

- Birthplace of Jesus. 
- Magi visited baby Jesus. 

- Jesus spoke with 

2 disciples after His 

resurrection on “the 
road to Emmaus”. 

- Caiaphas the High Priest 

declared “it is better for one 
man to die…” 

- Chief Priests and Pharisees 

gave orders to capture Jesus. 

- Possible location 

where Jesus was 
baptized “Bethany 

beyond the Jordan” 

- “Olivet Discourse” 

- Jesus ascended to heaven. 

- Bartimaeus was healed 

of his blindness. 

- Zacchaeus, a tax 

collector, was saved. 

Perean Ministry 

- Exact locations unknown. 

- Healed a man with dropsy. 

- Jesus contended with 
Pharisees. 

- Ten parables given about 

“The Kingdom of Heaven”. 

Jerusalem was the main hub of Jesus’ southern ministry area and was also the location of Herod’s Temple.  

Jesus performed at least 11 miracles and told at least 38 parables during His Southern ministry period.  He was 

born in Bethlehem outside of Jerusalem.  At about the age of 30, He began His ministry when He was 

baptized by John the Baptist at “Bethany beyond the Jordan”.  He was tempted in the Judean Wilderness for 

40 days, gave the Olivet discourse on the Mount of Olives, and the upper room discourse in Jerusalem. 

Judean Wilderness 

- Immediately after being 

baptized, Jesus went into 

the wilderness for 40 
days to be “tried”. 

- Satan tempted Jesus to 

sin 3 times and failed. 
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- Gabriel announced John the Baptist's birth to 

Zecharius. 
- Jesus cleansed the temple of the moneychangers. 
- Jesus met with Nicodemus. 
- Healed lame man at pool of Bethesda. 
- Healed man with withered hand. 
- Healed centurion's servant remotely. 
- Sent 70 missionaries out in pairs. 
- Much teaching at the Temple. 
- “Upper Room Discourse” at Last Supper. 
- Jesus was arrested 

- Jesus was crucified at Golgotha “place of a skull”
