Apostle: From the Greek “apostolos” meaning an apostle, messenger, envoy or delegate. This term is used to
specifically refer to the original twelve men (also Paul) chosen by Jesus Christ to be missionaries to the areas
around the Mediterranean Sea. The twelve apostles are listed in three of the four gospels and Acts.

Matthew (10:1-4), Mark (3:13-19), Luke (6:12-16), Acts (1:13).

1 Peter (Simon) Rock 2:1-13 Jerusalem The apostles received the Holy Spirit and spoke in tongues.
2 Andrew (Peter’s Brother) Manly 2:43 Many Many wonders and signs were done by the apostles.
3 James (Son of Zebedee) English for Jacob 3:1-11 Jerusalem Peter and John healed a man that was lame from birth
4 John (Son of Zebedee) God is Gracious 5:1-10 Jerusalem Peter rebuked Ananias and his wife Saphira and they dropped dead.
5 Philip Lover of Horses 5:15-18 Jerusalem When the sick passed under Peter's shadow, they were healed.
6 Bartholomew (Nathanael) Son of Talmai 5:19-24 Jerusalem The angel of the Lord opened the prison doors.
7 Thomas _ Twin 8:5-13 Samaria Philip cast out spirits and healed the lame with palsies.
8 Matthew Gift of Yahweh 8:26-40 Gaza Philip was transported from Gaza to Azotus by the Holy Spirit.
9 James (Son of Alpheus) English for Jacob 9:1-9 Road to Damascus | Saul was temporarily blinded by Jesus.
10 :Judas Thaddeus (I__ebbeus) He That Confesses 9:10-22 Damascus Ananias restored Saul’s vision by touching him.
11 | Simon (the Canaanite/Zealot) | He That Obeys 9:32-35 Lydda Peter healed Aeneas who had been lame with palsy for 8 years.
12 Judas Iscariot Ma_r; fr(;mh Kerlodth 9:36-42 Joppa Peter brought Tabitha (Dorcus) back from the dead.
